Examination Results 2010 

The GCSE results expected this year will take 
the school close to the results achieved  
nationally and will demonstrate yet another  
significant improvement from previous years.

The evidence from last year is very 
clear in that the extra support does improve 
GCSE grades.

It is really important 
that any student with a January examination 
is planning to do some preparation and  
revision over this holiday period.
